If you
depart from the original route, your niivi recalculates the route and provides new route directions. For
more information about using the Map page, see pages 17-19.

Add a Stop to Your Route

You can add a stop to your route. The niivi gives you directions
to the stop and then to your final destination.

1. With a route active, touch Menu on the Map page.
2. Touch % Where to Search for the extra stop.
3. Touch Go.

4. Touch Yes to add this stop before your destination.
Or, touch No to make this your new final destination.

Add a Detour

If a road on your route is closed, you can take a detour.

1. With a route active, touch Menu.
2. Touch Detour.

Stop the Route

1. With a route active, touch Menu.
2. Touch Stop.

Take a Better Route

As you approach your destination, the niivi evaluates road options,
which may result in a better route. When the niivi finds a better
route, 3 or /3\ appears in the right corner of the map. Touch the
icon to take the better route.

1. Flip up the antenna on the nuvi to get satellite signals.

2. Touch & > System > Garmin Lock.

3. Touch OK, and enter a 4-digit PIN.

4. Re-enter your four-digit PIN.

5. Touch OK.

6. Drive to a security location, and touch Set.

Each time you turn on the niivi, enter the 4-digit PIN or drive to the security location.

NOTE: If you forget your PIN and your security location, you must send your niivi to Garmin to
get it unlocked.

What is a Security Location?

You can select any location, such as your home or office, for your security location. If you are at your
security location, you do not need to enter a PIN. If you forget your PIN, drive to your security location to
unlock the niivi.

@ NOTE: To unlock your niivi at your security location, the niivi must have acquired satellite signals.

Finding an Address

From the Menu page, touch ® Where To > Address to enter
a specific address to which you want to navigate. Your niivi walks
you through the process of finding an address with on-screen
instructions.

1. Touch ® Where To > Address.

2. Select the region, and city or postal code, when prompted.

3. Type the number of the address and touch Done.

4. Type the street name and touch Done.

5. Select the street and city, if necessary.

6. Touch the address, if necessary. The Go page opens.
7. Touch Go to navigate to this address.

Finding an intersection is very similar to finding an address.

Touch Intersection and enter the two street names.

Search Tips

» Do not enter the street prefix
or suffix. For example, to find
North Main Street enter Main,
and to find Highway 7 enter 7.

« Touch Spell and enter the
location using the on-screen
keyboard. Touch Done when
you are finished.

» Touch Near to narrow your
search, see page 11.

» You can search for a postal code.
Enter the postal code instead of
the city name. (Not all map data
provides postal code searching.)

2. Using the on-screen keyboard, enter letters contained in
the name. Touch Done.

3. Select the location you want to visit. The Go page opens.

Tips for Using the On-Screen Keyboard

Touch Mode to enter diacritical and special characters.

Touch to enter numbers.

Touch Bl to delete the last character entered; touch and hold Kl
to delete the entire entry.

@ TIP: In any search results list, if you do not see the place
you want visit or you want to narrow your search results
list, touch Spell and enter the name or part of the name.

If you want accurate trip information, reset the trip information before beginning a trip. If you make
frequent stops, leave the niivi turned on so it can accurately measure elapsed time during the trip.

Your niivi is able to store files, such as JPEG images and MP3
music files. You can store files in the niivi’s internal memory or on
an optional SD Card.

NOTE: The niivi is not compatible with Windows® 95,
Windows 98, or Windows Me operating systems. This is a
common limitation of most USB Mass Storage devices.

Step 1: Insert an SD card (optional)

Step 2: Connect the USB cable

Step 3: Transfer files to your niivi

Step 4: Eject/unmount the drive and unplug the USB cable

Step 1: Insert an SD Card (Optional)

The SD card slot is located on the side of the niivi. To insert or
remove the card, press it in until it clicks.

You can use an SD card that has a storage capacity of up to 2 GB.

Step 2: Connect the USB Cable

1. Plug the small end (the mini-USB end) of the USB cable
into the mini-USB connector located on the side of your
navi.

2. Connect the larger end of the USB cable to an available
USB port on your computer.

Step 3: Transfer Files to Your nuvi
After you connect the niivi to your computer, one or two additional
drives appear in your computer’s list of drives: “nuvi” and “nuvi
sd.” “nuvi” is the available storage in the niivi’s internal memory.

Ejecting From a Windows® Computer
When you are finished transferring files, double-click the Unplug or Eject £ icon in your system tray.
Select “USB Mass Storage Device” and click Stop. Select the niivi drives and click OK. You can unplug

your niivi from your computer now.

Unmounting From a Mac® Computer |
When you are finished transferring files, drag the volume icon to the Trash W@ (it turns into an Eject ==
icon) to unmount the device. You can unplug your niivi from your computer now.
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Information about Your ntivi Drives
Where Do I Paste the Files?

For most files, like MP3 files, you can paste them anywhere in the “nuvi” and “nuvi sd” drives. You can
manage the files you load on the “nuvi” and “nuvi sd” drives by adding folders. Refer to the operating
system’s Help file for information on adding folders.

If you have used another program, to transfer files to your niivi or SD card, leave the files where the
program placed them. For example, AudibleManager places the audible book files in the Audible folder.
The POI Loader places custom POIs in the POI folder.

Deleting Files from Your niivi
You can delete files from your niivi just as you would delete files

from your computer. CAUTION: If you are not
sure about a file’s purpose,
do not delete it. Your

niivi memory contains
important system files that
should not be deleted. Be
especially cautious of files
located in folders entitled
“Garmin.”

Connect the niivi to your computer, and open your “nuvi” or “nuvi
sd” drive. Highlight the file that you want to delete, and press the
Delete key on your computer’s keyboard.

The travel kit provides many features that are helpful when you
are traveling across town or across the globe.

Using the Language Guide £

The Garmin Language Guide puts data from Oxford’s multilingual
resources and five bilingual dictionaries in the palm of your hand.
A sample version of the Garmin Language Guide is provided.

To purchase the Garmin Language Guide accessory, go to the
Garmin Web site at www.garmin.com/products/nuvi and click
Accessories. You can also contact your Garmin dealer to
purchase niivi accessories.

@ NOTE: Only niivi 350 models can verbally translate words
and phrases in the Language Guide.

Loading the Language Guide

After you have received your Garmin Language Guide SD card,
you must load the data on your niivi. Follow the directions on the
package or in the niivi Help file to learn how to load the data into
your unit.

@ TIP: After you load the Garmin Language Guide onto your
niivi, you can use the SD card for other data, such as MP3s.
