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ARTICLE 1 ORGANIZATION

1.1. DEFINITION OF THE RACE

After taking approval by ET.E.A, the Club, mentioned in the Records of the Race organizes the Race of Adventure Trophy 2008 in a route, as it is described in the Road Book. The Road Book will be given to the crews as the records of the race forecast.

1.2 ORGANIZATIONAL COMMITTEE

It is mentioned in the Records of the Race.

1.3 OFFICIALS OF THE RACE

They are mentioned in the Records of the Race.

1.4 The Race will be carried out according to the present General & Special Regulation and its annexes and furthermore according to the provisions of the Additional Regulation of the Race. Throughout the race TRAFFIC LOW must always be upheld.

Note: The additional regulation always must have the previous approval by ET.E.A and in combination with the general regulation (the additional regulation supplements the general) constitutes the regulation of the race. The additional regulation must be submitted for approval 2 months before the date of the race. In case that the additional regulation modifies the general, when it is submitted for approval an accompanying letter is also required where all the articles that are modified and the reason for which their modification is requested must be reported clearly. 

ELPA, the organizing club, the organizational committee and the drivers of the race have no liability against third persons in case of accident that may occur during the race. Civil Liability burdens the insurance company with which a contract has been signed in order to cover risks from such activities.


ARTICLE 2 DEFINITIONS

2.1   The Adventure Race is an event organized within the limits of Greece, according to ET.E.A. Its length per Stage is from 10km to 250km and its total length from 30km to 500km. The duration of the race lasts from 2 up to 4 days. At the race teams of two (2) vehicles participate in a category and independent (single) vehicles participate in a separate category. Each vehicle must have a two-member crew (driver and co-driver – navigator). The race includes Special Stages and Regular Stages. In each Stage of the race 1 up to 5 Special Stages must be conducted.

2.2    The Special Stages (SS) are off-road routes of exceptional difficulty in natural environment where previous human intervention is not required and it is not allowed. The SS are covered obligatory according to the direction specified by the organizer from the TCP of the starting point up to the end TCP. The real time of stopover of each team or each vehicle between the TCP of the starting point and the end TCP for every SS is equivalent to the time of accomplishment of the obstacle that will be given to each team or to each vehicle as record.

2.3 Regular Stages (RS) are carried out completely off-road or in earth roads of difficult approach. The RS may include parts of asphalt. The maximum permissible percentage of asphalt is 20% of the total kilometers in Regular Stages.

2.4     The points of the teams result according to the time that the teams needed in order to cover the different parts of the race. To that time the penalties received by the team are added. The points for independent vehicles result according to the time that the vehicle needed in order to cover the different parts of the race. To that time all the penalties received by the vehicle are added. The vehicle with the less total will be the winner of the race.

2.5     Teams and independent vehicles must cover the total route without use of whichever external factor and with only help the use of equipment carried on board. In order to cover the distance capabilities such as orientation, endurance, team spirit and driving ability will be needed.

2.6     If the organizer wants he can organize different route or/and Special Stages according to the capabilities of the teams that take part in the race. In such case he must draft a different Road Book for each route or/and category of team.

2.7      Regular Stages will be conducted with a fixed average speed per hour.

2.8 The length of a Special Stage can be from 100 meters up to 3km.

2.9 The choice of routes must allow the majority of crews that take part in the race to fulfill the largest part of the route during the day, except if the route has been characterized as night route. The choice of routes must not allow vehicles to exceed the average speed of 50km per hour. The organizers are urged to draft routes of such difficulty that the maximum possible average speed per hour must not exceed 35km/hour.

2.10 A rest of at least 8 hours is necessary when the duration of driving is between 12 and 20 hours.

2.11 An Adventure Trophy can be registered to the National race calendar by ET.E.A. Any alteration that is not consistent to the technical and competitive regulations of ET.E.A must have a special approval by ET.E.A. After taking approval alterations must be written at the Additional Regulation with bold letters.

2.12 For the races that are admeasured in the Adventure Trophy no alteration in articles 2 and 3 is permissible.

ARTICLE 3 TERMINOLOGY

Information: Information is given by the chief marshal of the race or by his assistant and it is obligatory for all the competitors to be there. The text that concerns security must be given in written and signed and it must also be hanged at the official notice board.

· Road Book: the route of the race is described in details with signs and maps in the road book.

· Team Manager: the appointed and approved representative of a team, that holds a participation license and takes part with at least two vehicles.

· Stage: Every part of the route that is separated from a period of rest at least 8 hours. Between the end of the last route of the stage and the entrance in a Bivouac and also between the departure from the Bivouac and the starting point of the 1st route of the next stage time check- points are obligatory to exist.

·  Part of a route: part of a route of a stage covered in ideal time between two successive time check-points (TCP).

· Navigation Zone: it is a zone the route of which cannot be determined exactly; it will be covered with or without (full or part) road book with or without map. Checkpoints placed precisely at the route will easily be recognized with the use of special signs or special equipment. Check-points will be appear in the road book and / or in the map in a geographical (width – length), mapping (coordinates) or graphical (kilometers and graphics) way.

· Real Time: The real time that it was needed by a crew in order to cover a route.

· Ideal Time: Fixed time in which the competitors must cover a Stage or Part of the Route during the race.

· Dead Time: The time that the crews interrupt the race by order of the chief marshal of the race. This time is reduced from their record.

· Maximum Permissible Time of Delay: Time longer from the ideal time that has been defined for each Stage or Part of the Route of the race. To every crew that will exceed this time a penalty will be imposed. By the time that the maximum permissible time of delay is exceeded, check -point is considered closed for the specific competitor.

· Maximum Permissible Time of Special Stage: The maximum time that its team or independent vehicle has in order to complete each Special Stage of the race.

· List of Information: The official list of information consists an integral part of the Special Regulation of the race and it is used in order to alter, complete or clarify the Special Regulation. The above lists are dated, numbered and signed by the organizer.

Crews must certify with their signature that they have knowledge of its content.

Each List of Information must be written and hanged at the official notice board.

· Information Note: It is given by the organizers or the committee of the   

race to the competitors. They have to certify that they have read it with their signature.

· Book of Timing: Book or card of timing which is necessary in order to write the real times and the stamps with chronological range stamped by the different check-points forecasted during the route.

· Reorganization: scheduled pause of the race by the organizers in order to keep the theoretical schedule of the race and to be reorganized the crews that continue the race. The duration of the above pause can differ from crew to crew.

· Bivouac: Part between time check-points at the end of one stage and departure of the next where reorganization is occurred and it is appeared in the Road Book. The Additional Regulation of the race mentions if and what Bivouac are included. The bivouac zone will be defined by an hypothetical circle about 500 meters in the center of which exist the properties of the organizer and in which there must be:

· an official notice board

· a box with the books of timing which will be available after the closing of the end of the stage TCP.

The TCP of departure and end can be the same but the distance from the center of Bivouac cannot be more than 500 meters, at the end of the stage and 10km from the starting point of the following day. Service in closed and/or private area is forbidden.

Penalties for the Bivouac:

First penalty: 50% fine on the amount of participation

Second penalty: defined penalty

Third penalty: exclusion

· Parc ferme: a place where help, repairs, refueling or other interferences in the vehicles are forbidden except of all the cases that are mentioned specifically at the present Regulation

· Display of time plates: the display of time plates and information are not considered service or external help.

· Defined Penalty: The defined penalty has been established in order to replace certain penalties that lead to exclusion or in a status out of the race when certain provisions of the regulation of the Adventure Trophy are not applied. It allows to the competitor to whom a penalty has been imposed to continue the race in normal race conditions even though serious penalties have been imposed to him.

 The defined penalty is added to the penalty points that the competitor has already gathered in special cases that are mentioned in the General or Additional Regulation. 

The organizers define the defined penalty and it may be different for every route, part of route or crossing check-point. It is calculated according to the form and difficulty of each of the above.

· Exclusion: The penalty of exclusion from the race is imposed when the marshals and the chief marshal for serious violation of the regulation decide it. This penalty can be forecasted by the regulation for certain violation or can be imposed by the authority given to the marshals. 

ARTICLE 4 ACCEPTABLE VEHICLES

4.1 In the Trophy acceptable are all the vehicles that have official circulation license, insurance, 4 wheel drive movement permanent or selective, with a maximum permissible weigh of 3.5 tons. All vehicles must comply with Traffic low and fulfill the following safety regulations: 

4.1.1 Vehicles of closed type without obligatory roll bar or roll cage. Open type vehicles (with canvass roof) with obligatory roll bar in case that they do not have protection cage for the crew provided by the manufacturer.

4.1.2 Vehicles must be equipped with at least two approved safety belts of three or more mounting points for driver and co – driver.

4.1.3 Vehicles must be equipped with one or more fire extinguishers, with fire fighting material AFFF or powder dust, with total capacity of at least two kilos. The extinguisher must be secured in a place accessible to one of the members of the crew while wearing his safety belt. 

4.1.4 Vehicles must be equipped with a first aid box, as it is required by TRAFFIC LOW.

4.1.5 Vehicles must be equipped with at least one winch at the front part of the vehicle activated electrically or hydraulically, in permanent or removable base for each vehicle of the team. The winch should be fixed on the vehicles throughout the race.

4.1.6 Vehicles must be equipped with a compass.

4.1.7 Vehicles must be equipped with at least one safety blanket for the wire of the winch

4.1.8 Vehicles must be equipped with a strap of two meters length in order to connect the wire of the winch to tree trunks and in addition a belt of five meters length or more with minimal resistance of three tons, for towing.
4.2 TYRES. The tyres must be factory made. Changes of the characteristics of the tyres are allowed. It is not allowed the use of tyres with a type “V” cutting out, as well as the use of any tyres with the labeling “agricultural use”. 

4.3. COMMUNICATIONS. It is allowed the use of cellular phones and CB-VHF.

4.4. CATEGORIES. The teams compete in one category while the independent vehicles in a second category. Every category has separate classification and prizes.

4.5 The suggested but not obligatory equipment is the following:

4.5.1 Roll bar or Roll cage

4.5.2 mud terrain tyres

4.5.3 snorkel
4.5.4 snatch block – shackles

4.5.5 shovel – axe

4.5.6 high lift – Air Jack

4.5.7 anchor – ladders and any other equipment that facilitate off road movement.

ARTICLE 5     PARTICIPATION RIGHT 

 5.1 For the exact clarification of the text the following explanations are considered necessary:

a. “Competitor” (or participant): It is used for the natural person or body corporate that participates in the particular race.

b. “Crew”: This term is used for the natural persons that are on board during the race and includes the driver and the co-driver- navigator.

5.2 Every natural person that holds an official valid driving license supplied by the Ministry of Transport, provided he is a Greek citizen, must become acceptable. If the competitor is foreigner his driving license in order to become acceptable at the race must have been supplied by the corresponding department of the country he comes from. The natural person must not have a suspension penalty or other punishment imposed to it by the qualified disciplinary bodies of ET.E.A. or by another relevant body. Racing licenses are obligatory for all members of the crew. Whoever is not holder of an annual racing license type C 4X4 has the possibility to get a one-day license by the Registry of the race during the Administrative Control, only by bringing his driving license.

5.3 if as a competitor it is reported a body corporate or provided he is not on board every obligation burdens absolutely, interdependently and indivisibly the driver that has been declared in the application for participation. In that case the participant must have license in order to participate.

5.5 The crew must be composed of a driver and a co – driver – navigator.

5.6 All the crew throughout the race must be on board, except from the cases that are forecasted from the present Regulation. The abandonment by one member of the crew or the boarding of a third person (apart from the case of transport of an injured person) will have as a consequence the exclusion from the race.

5.7 Every wrong or deceitful act from the participant or the members of the crew will be judged by the Chief Marshal and the Marshals, that will impose a penalty that can reach up to the exclusion from the race for the particular crew. They can also request from the National Athletic Authority to impose a supplementary penalty.

ARTICLE 6 APPLICATION FOR PARTICIPATION – REGISTRATIONS

      6.1 Whoever wants to participate in the race should provide an application for participation at the printed form supplied by the organizer. The application must include 
the full name of the driver, the number of the racing license, the number of the driver’s driving license, the characteristics of the vehicle and the number of the circulation license that has been issued by the relevant body of each country.

     6.2 The signature of the application for participation means automatically that the competitor accepts unconditionally the present regulation, the additional regulation and also recognizes that the established jurisdictions by EAK are in force exclusively for each subject that concerns the race.

6.3 The organizing committee has right to deny the registration of some competitors. According to Article 74 DAK the committee is not compelled to justify the reasons of the above refusal. However, according to Article III of General Regulations the committee owes to announce to EAL the reasons for not accepting the registration of the competitor.

6.4 The maximum amount of participations that will become acceptable is reported in the Additional Regulation.

6.5 Up to the administrative control of verification, the competitor is free to replace the declared car with another.

6.6 The list with the names of the competitors must be sent to ET.E.A at the time that is reported in its relevant newsletter.

6.7 The application for participation becomes acceptable only if it is accompanied by the participation fee, which will be increased up to 100% when the competitor does not agree to place at his vehicle the compulsory advertisement of the organizer.

6.8 The participation fee is returned in full interest-free:

a) to the candidates that their participation was not accepted

b) in case of not completion of the race

6.9 The organizer returns the participation fee keeping the 50% when the competitor does not appear at the starting point for very important reasons. The relevant request must be familiar to the organizer by letter, fax to the telephone number of the organizer or by e- mail to the organizer before the end of the administrative control. The return must be accomplished within a month after the end of the race.

ARTICLE 7 TRAFFIC

7.1 Competitors are compelled to obey to the directions and commands of organizers and judges during the race. If a competitor decides to abandon he must inform the organizers – judges as soon as possible. If a vehicle moves faster than another, the vehicle that moves slower is obliged to allow the faster to overtake it as soon as possible. Competitors must obey to the directions and commands that will be announced during the race in special circumstances. The competitors are not allowed to consume alcohol during the race.

7.2 Competitors must comply with the international rules of safety when they use winches. The rules of safety are included in the manuals.

7.2.1 Organizers are responsible for the creation and evacuation of the region of safety from the spectators during the use of winches. Nevertheless, competitors have to take all necessary measures for the safety of the spectators and inform the judges for every dangerous case.

7.2.2 Competitors have to use safety belt when their winch is tied to a tree.

7.2.3 Keeping a safety distance from the wire rope during the use of a winch.

7.2.4 Placement of a special safety blanket on the wire rope during the use of a winch.                                                               

7.2.5 The use of a communication or electrical network pile as an anchor point during winching is forbidden.

7.3 Cutting of a tree is forbidden

7.4 The cooperation between teams is desirable especially in case of accident or danger or for clearing the road.

7.5 Organizers can punish a team when it stops for no reason during the race.

7.6 Throughout the race competitors must uphold the provisions of the Code of Road Circulation.

7.7 When it is necessary throughout the race Dead Time will be given. It will be given by the judge or the Chief Marshal in case of safety problems, danger, closed road, and generally malfunctioning of the race. During the dead time the activity of the team, the crew and the race is paused and this time does not count. The judge will write on the timing card the time of start and end of the dead time.

7.8 The departure and circulation throughout the race with towing is allowed. Only the second vehicle of the same team allows towing.

7.9 Competitors that will meet other racing vehicles stopped due to damage or other causes must immediately inform the Chief Marshal via the judges of the Organization that are found along the way.

7.10 In order to achieve a right level of race safety, competitors that abandon the race due to technical or other reasons are obliged to inform immediately the Organization by any possible means of communication (telephone, radio, other competitors) and to deliver their Timing Card to an authorized member of the Organization.

7.11 Repairs on the vehicles are allowed in all parts of the race, except in the parc ferme and the limits during Special Trials (parag. 9.13).

ARTICLE 8 STATIONS OF CONTROL (TIME CHECK POINT)

8.1 At the departure each crew is supplied with a time and control of passage card. The crew is responsible for the card. Its loss results automatically to exclusion. Any change or modification on the time card will result to exclusion from the race except if the responsible judge writes it. The presentation of the time card to all the checkpoints and its accuracy is also responsibility of the crew. Only time marshals are authorized to write the time on the time cars by hand writing or by typing device. 

8.2 Both vehicles of a team get the same departure time. If during the race there is a delay by one of the vehicles, the vehicle that ended the stage can wait without penalty its pair in order to depart together for the next stage. If the first vehicle selects to complete the following stage without the second vehicle being present, the team is graded as it is forecasted in Article 10. In case that a Special Stage follows, the second car is obliged to meet the vehicle of its team at the termination TCP of the Special Stage where it did not appear in order to depart together to the following regular stage. If this is not possible, for all the regular stages that the vehicle does not appear, the vehicle of the team that continues the race will get the penalty points forecasted by Article 10.

8.3 The crew is responsible for the entries in their time card and in case of lack of seal or registration entry; the prescribed penalties will be imposed.                                                                 

Crews are responsible to stamp their time card in all checkpoints that are written on their card following the race order. The crew that will present its time card to a check point without its vehicle will be excluded from the race. 

8.4 The stations of time control (TCP) are pointed out with signs that are determined by the General Regulation 4X4: The starting point of the area of a checkpoint is demonstrated with a yellow sign. After about 25 meters the exact position of the checkpoint will be marked with a red sign. The end of the check point (after about 25 meters) will be marked with a beige sign and three diagonal black lines. All the areas of the checkpoints (ie the areas that are included between the first yellow sign and the last beige sign with the three diagonal black lines) are considered areas of Parc Ferme. In the area of checkpoint help, repairs and refueling are forbidden. The parking duration in this area cannot exceed the time that is needed in order to complete the official check. The entry or exit of a vehicle at the checkpoint, with different direction from that determined by the organizers, is strictly forbidden as long as the time card has been stamped at the above checkpoint. For every violation penalty points are imposed according to Article 11.

8.5 The ideal time of stamping is responsibility of the crew. The crew is allowed to watch the official time keeping device that is on the table of the time marshal. 

8.6 All checkpoints will start their operation 30 min. before the ideal time of arrival of the first vehicle. The checkpoints will close 30 min after the ideal time of the last vehicle except if the chief marshal decides differently. Beyond the race time limit, or when the additional regulation of the race forecasts the imposition of a preset penalty, the TCP starting point and end point of the stages will close in a time that will be calculated considering the maximum permissible time before this checkpoint of the last registered competitor.  

8.7 Competitors must comply with the orders of the official marshal or his assistant at all the checkpoints. The penalty for the above violation can reach up to the exclusion from the race.

8.8 At the check point the time marshal will write on the time card the time of arrival that corresponds to the exact time that a member of the crew will give the time card to the judge. The time will be written on the time card only if the vehicle with all the members of the crew is visible from the table of the checkpoint.

8.9 The stamping process starts when the vehicle crosses the entrance sign of the area TCP (yellow sign).

8.10 Between the entrance sign of the area and the checkpoint the crews are forbidden to stop or to move slowly.

8.11 The ideal stamping time of each vehicle is the one that is calculated by adding the particular ideal time of covering part of the race to the departure time of starting point of this stage. The above times are registered accurately and are reported from 00:01 to 24:00.

8.12 The crew does not get an early arrival penalty if the entry time of the vehicle in the checkpoint area corresponds to the duration of the ideal minute of stamping or to the minute before that. 
8.13 The crew does not get a delay penalty if the time of presenting the time card to the time marshal of the check control point corresponds to the duration of the ideal minute of stamping. 

8.14 A crew that must go through the checkpoint at 18.58 is considered to have arrived on time if the stamping has been done between 18.58.00 and 18.58.59. This crew can enter the time checkpoint after 18.57.01.

8.15 Every difference between the ideal and the real stamping time will have as a result the penalties of Article 10.

8.16 Early arrival at the regrouping points at the end of each stage is allowed and does not result to a penalty. As far as the finishing TCP of the race is concerned the Additional Regulation must state whether early arrival is allowed or not.

8.17 In case that after the end of a stage a Special Trial follows:

8.17.1 The finishing TCP of the regular stage and the starting TCP of the Special Trial are integrated in one. The finishing TCP of the Special Stage and the starting TCP of the next Regular Stage are integrated in one as well. 

8.17.2 After the starting TCP of the Special and in a distance 30-150 meters there is a starting point of the Special that is signed with a start flag sign.

8.17.3 Before the finishing TCP there are two signs. One sign with a red cart flag which is the finishing point of the Special and 10 meters further down a STOP sign, where the vehicles stop in order to write on their time card the Special Stage’s time. The STOP sign is placed before the yellow warning sign of TCP
8.17.4 The crew finish the Regular Stage, as it has been mentioned above, and proceed immediately to the Starting Point of the Special. When the marshal calls them they give their time card in order to depart as it is forecasted in Article 9.

8.17.5 As Parc Ferme are considered the following: the unified TCP, the place and time between the starting TCP and the starting of the Special and the time and place between the finishing point and the special finishing point of TCP. In the Parc Ferme help, repairs and refueling are forbidden. 

8.18 The Cross Checkpoints (CP) will be marked with the following signs:  yellow sign with stamp (area start) is optional. In about 25 meters distance from the yellow sign, red sign with stamp (cross point), is obligatory. Finally, in a 25 meters distance there is a beige sign with three diagonal black lines (end of the area), which is optional.

8.19 The Cross-Checkpoints (CP) are hidden and are not marked in the road book.

8.20 The zone of departure – end are marked by signs where it is written “DEPARTURE” – “FINISHING”

8.21 The zone of departure – end are considered to be Parc Ferme and in this area help, repairs and refueling are not allowed.

8. 22 In case of a flat tyre 10 extra minutes are given by the judge for the departure from TCP or the Starting Point of a Special. 

ARTICLE 9 SPECIAL STAGES

9.1 As performance time of each special stage is considered:                                                               

For the teams, the time from the entrance of the first team vehicle to the special stage until the time that both team vehicles will come out from the special stage.

For independent vehicles, it is the time from the entrance of the vehicle in the special stage until the time that it will come out from the stage. The time will be counted with hand held chronometers and precision of one second.

9.2 As departure line of the special stage is fixed the arrival time at the finishing TCP of the last regular stage. The crews must finish the Regular Stage, as it is mentioned above, and must proceed immediately to the Starting Point of the Special, where they must give their time card to the judge. When their line arrives the judge calls the team or the vehicle and provides them with a time limit of 5 minutes. If the crews do not depart at the end of the 5 five minutes time they lose their line and the next crew will be called. The team that lost its line must report to the judge that is ready to start and the judge will call it. The crew for every line it loses will get penalty points according to Article 11. The vehicle of a team that has ended the Regular Stage can wait without penalty its pair in order to depart together for the special stage.
9.3 By the time the team will be called by the judge to enter in the special stage and up to the starting point of the special stage 5 minutes is given for the preparation of the crew for the stage. The crews must be by their vehicles at least from the moment that the previous team has entered in the special stage. The crews must present at the starting point in their vehicles, wearing helmets and safety belts. In opposite case departure is postponed for 3 minutes and a penalty is imposed for losing their line (paragr. 11).

9.4 To all Special Stages there is a bypass route, which is marked by an additional road book that is given at the starting TCP of the Special Stage. If a team, or one of the team’s vehicle or an independent vehicle wants to bypass the Special Stage, when it is its turn to enter the Special Stage reports it to the judge of the starting point. The judge must write down the bypass departure time and give the additional road book. Every team or vehicle has a Bypass Time, which is mentioned in the road book, to proceed from the Starting Point TCP to the finish TCP of the Special Stage that bypasses. If it is a team, or an independent vehicle, this is also the departure time of the next stage. If only one vehicle of the team is concerned, while the other has entered the Special Stage, this is the minimum time of departure of the team for the next stage.

9.5 The judge of the starting point measures out the last five seconds that mean the entrance of the first vehicle in the special stage. The second car is compelled to enter the special stage in the next 60 seconds. If it cannot do this it is considered that it bypassed the special stage, while one of its vehicles had started (paragr. 10)

9.6 In order to consider that a vehicle has departed, the rear wheels must enter the first difficult point of the special stage. The organizers mark this point with a stick.

9.7 Recognition of the Special Stage by the crews is allowed, if its control is possible. This can be done only on foot and only during the time that they have in their disposal. For the recognition of the special stage an extra time of 10 minutes is given only to the first crew. The judge or the safety responsible has the right to forbid recognition if serious safety reasons exist.

9.7.1 It is not allowed to place belts, points of mooring and any other help during the recognition.

9.7.2 It is not allowed shaping of the stage during recognition.

9.7.3 It is not allowed the obstruction of the effort made by other crews during recognition.

Violation of the above results in an exclusion penalty from the Special Stage (paragr. 10)

9.8 If only one of the vehicles enter the special stage, help from the crew of the second team vehicle is allowed.

9.9 The crew of a vehicle that did not finish the previous to the special, regular stage, is not allowed to help its pair that has entered the special stage.

9.10 During the stage the crew has the right to exit from the vehicle. However, it is not allowed any movement whatsoever of the vehicle, with no member of the crew on board. The penalty can be the exclusion from the race.

9.11 In order for the vehicle to get finish time of the special stage, both members of the crew must be seated and having their safety belts fastened. In that case the judge responsible for the timing must inform the crew that it has not finished.
9.12 Vehicles after finishing the Special Stage (sign with a red flag) stop at the STOP sign where the judge writes the time on their timing card. After that they must immediately clear the finish area and within the time limit that has been set by the organization and it is marked in the road book, they must present at the finish TCP in order to depart for the next part of the race. This time, added 

to the next whole minute of the Special Stage finish time, is the departure time of the next stage.

9.13 If a team, or vehicle does not manage to finish the particular stage in the time that has been set by the organization, he has to abandon the stage when the above time expires the soonest possible, with the assistance of the organization if it is needed from the shorter distance that the judge will point. After he exits the Special Stage he has to depart the next stage within the bypass time of the Special Stage (par. 9.4).

9.14 Repairs are allowed in the Special Stages, with the condition that they will be made only by members of the team, with the tools and parts that they carry in the vehicles and within the maximum performance time of the special stage. When the above time expires, it is considered that he has abandoned the Special Stage (par. 10).

9.15 In every Special Stage there must be at least one CP. According to the length and the difficulties of the Special Stage, The Organization can add relevant CP. In every CP a judge must write the vehicles that passed without needing to stop them. In order to be considered pass of the vehicle by the Special Stage CP, the rear part of the vehicle must have passed the conceivable line of the stick defined by CP.

ARTICLE 10 PENALTIES

A. Regular Stages

In Regular Stages penalties are independent for each vehicle of the team and  they are added.

10.1 For every minute of delay: 10 seconds

10.2 For every minute of early arrival: 20 seconds

10.3 For every time TCP or stamp CP that misses: in the Additional Regulation
10.4 Penalties for each vehicle, team or independent that departed but not finished are the CP that did not pass and the end TCP that did not reach.
10.5 Penalties for each vehicle, team or independent, that did not depart are the CP that it did not pass and the departing and finishing TCP. 

10.6 It is possible some parts of the Regular Stages to be determined by stakes or/ and ribbons that define the limits within which vehicles must pass. Contact with a stake or ribbon has no penalty. If one vehicle passes out of the limit (stake or ribbom) at least one of its internal wheels it is considered that the vehicle bypassed the specific passage and the penalty of a lost CP is imposed.  
B. Special Stages

The penalty for the teams at the Special Stages is one.

10.7 For every second of time that made the team: 1 second

10.8 For every time TCP or passage CP that is missed: in the Additional Regulation.
10.9 The penalty of the Special Stage for the teams is: the time made by the team if one or both vehicles reached the end point plus the penalties for the Departure TCP, CP and finishing TCP that misses.
10.10 The penalty of the Regular Stage for independent vehicles is the time made if it succeeded to reach the end point plus the penalties for the Departure TCP, CP and finishing TCP that misses. 

10.11 Some of the Special Stages are determined by stakes or/ and ribbons that define the limits within which vehicles must pass. Contact with a stake or ribbon has no penalty. If one vehicle passes out of the limit (stake or ribbon) at least one of its internal wheels it is considered that the vehicle bypassed the Special Stage and the penalties foreseen in (10.9 – 10.10) are imposed. 
ARTICLE 11          SPECIAL PENALTIES

The Special Penalties are added to the rest penalties.

11.1 Maximum imposed penalty (MIP): in the Additional Regulation
11.2 Maximum time of delay for every regular (TCP): in the Additional Regulation with MIP penalty
11.3 Maximum time of delay for every stage: in the Additional Regulation with MIP penalty

11.4 Maximum time of delay for the race: in the Additional Regulation with MIP penalty
11.5 Lose of turn at the departure of each stage: 10 minutes for the team (for every team that passes in front)

11.6 not use of strap while tying the winch to a tree: 20 minutes for every use of the winch.
11.7 Not use of a blanket at the wire rope: 20 minutes for every use of the winch

11.8 Entrance to CP from the opposite side, for the particular vehicle: the SED’s penalty
11.9 Entrance to TCP from the opposite side, for the particular vehicle: the TCP penalty 
11.10 If for whichever reason the conduct of a stage stops before the transit of the last crew it is possible to form a list of the stage giving to all the crews that did not complete the stage due to the stop the worst time that was performed before the stop of the race. This classification can be formed even if a crew completed the stage in normal conditions. The enforcement of the above provisions is the exclusive responsibility of the Chief Marshal. In case that the Chief Marshal considers as not normal the worst time that was performed, he can select between the four worst stage times, the one that he believes is the most representative. Finally, every crew responsible or co responsible for the stop of the race cannot get any benefit from the above, in any case. It will receive the time that succeeded and it is irrelevant whether this time is better from the hypothetical time that was given to the other crews.

ARTICLE 12     PARTICIPATION FEE   -   INSURANCE

12.1 The participation fee is defined in the Records of the Race

12.2 The application of participation is not acceptable if the participation fee does not accompany it

12.3 In the participation fee the insurance of the competitor for civil liability against third persons is included. The insurance is in effect from the departure time and it ceases to be in effect when time to submit any objections expires, or the race finishes or the abandonment of the race or the exclusion of the competitor.

ARTICLE 13 INTERPRETATION OF THE REGULATION

13.1 The Chief Marshal is responsible for the implementation of the present regulation and its provisions during the race.

13.2 The Chief Marshal with the consent of the Race Judges decides the way that they will solve potential problems during the race.

13.2 Every objection concerning the implementation of the regulation will be given for examination and decision to the Race Judges. (Article 171 and following EAK).

13.3 Every case that is not forecasted by the regulation will be examined from the Chief Marshal and the Race Judges together. They are the only persons that have the right to decide (article 141 EAK).

13.4 In case of any doubt in the interpretation of the text of the present regulation, the only one responsible to decide is ET.E.A.

ARTICLE 14 ALTERATIONS ON THE ADDITIONAL REGULATION

14.1 The race judges, according to Articles 66 and 141 EAK, have the right with their decision, to modify the provisions of the additional regulation depending on the conditions and the circumstances that will arise, on the condition that, with interest of the organization, all competitors that participate will be informed on time for all these modifications.

14.2 Every relative modification or additional provision will be announced with numbered and dated bulletins of information that constitute integral part of the additional regulation. The bulletins will be hanged at the Registry and at the notice board of the race. Also, they will be notified, as soon as possible, directly to the competitors, who will certify them with their signature, unless this is impossible due to the progress of the race.

ARTICLE 15    PARTICIPATION NUMBERS - DEPARTURE RANGE

15.1 The Organizer will determine the departure range.

15.2 The Organization will provide each driver with a set of two lateral participation numbers that will include the name of the race, the participation number, the name of organizer and its sponsors.

15.3 Participation numbers must be placed at the two front doors of the vehicle and remain there for all the duration of the race.

15.4 The departure for each team or vehicle will be given in time intervals of minimum 2 minutes.

15.4.1 The first special stage will start the team that has the numbers 1 & 2 and the rest teams will follow according to their race numbers, which will be determined by a draw that will take place when the deadline to submit applications for participation expire.

15.4.2 The next days of the race will start according to the classification of the previous day. The team that has the best record departs first etc.

ARTICLE 16 ADVERTISEMENTS

16.1 It is allowed to the competitors to freely place on their vehicles any advertisement under the following conditions:

16.2 Its content must not be opposed to the Laws of Greece and to the provisions of ET.E.A.

16.3 It does not offend the moral principles and customs.

16.4 It does not cover the places that are intended to place the participation numbers.

16.5 It does not prevent visibility through all the windows. (The placement of an advertising film up to 10 cm width on the top part of the front screen and up to 8 cm on the top part of the rear window is allowed).

16.6 The advertisement must not have a political or religious character.

16.7 The placement of sponsor’s advertisements of the organization is obligatory and this will be done either to a part of the car that the organization will select or by the organization itself.

ARTICLE 17   VERIFICATION CONTROL

17.1 All participants should be presented with their vehicles in the area of verification control as the official program of the race defines it.

17.2 Not presence at the area of verification control and not presenting the vehicle to the authorized Technical Person entails to exclusion from the race. The participation fee in this case is not returned. Up to the end of the Verification Control the competitor may replace the declared vehicle with another.

17.3 The driver is obliged to present his driving license, the racing license or the temporary TROPHY’s license and the circulation license of the vehicle.

ARTICLE 18     SAFETY OF THE COMPETITORS

18.1 For the regular and safe conduct of the race the competitors are obliged to uphold the provisions of the present regulation and to obey unobjectionably with the directions, indications and commands of the Chief Marshal, the Race Judges and the Stewards of the race.

18.2 For their safety competitors must obligatorily wear a protective helmet of approved type during all Special Stages. Also, they are obliged to wear throughout the race approved safety belts of at least 3 points. It is prohibited to have loose objects or tools in the vehicle. In case of non-compliance with the above departure will not be allowed.

ARTICLE 19 RESIGNATIONS FROM THE RIGHT OF APPEAL

19.1 Every competitor or participant resigns from his right of appeal at any arbitration or court or any other process apart from those that are foreseen by the National Athletic Regulation and the National Racing Regulation against the Athletic Authorities, the Organizers, their representatives or their commissioned officers, for damage positive or negative that can be caused by an act or omission of the Organizers, their representatives or their bodies during the implementation of the regulation or from any other consequence created by their actions. 

ARTICLE 20    OBJECTIONS – COMPLAINTS

20.1 The objections must be submitted according to EAK (Article 171 and following)

20.2 The objections are submitted in writing to the Chief Marshal and they must obligatorily be accompanied with the objection fee. The objection fee is two times the participation fee. The judges try objections. The objection fee is returned if the objection does not become acceptable to be examined by the judges or if the person that objects is right.

20.3 Competitors have the right of appeal according to EAK (Article 181). The appeal fee is equal to the triple of the participation fee. It is submitted with the appeal. Whether the appeal fee will be returned or not this is mentioned in article 183 EAK.

20.4 Objections for the conduct of the race are submitted in 15 minutes after the race expires.

20.5 Objections related to the results are submitted 30 minutes after the publication of the analytical temporary results of all the participants.

ARTICLE 21 CLASSIFICATION PRIZES  

21.1 The total time of a team or an independent vehicle that will cover properly the entire race route and will arrive at the end is the time that will be registered. The final classification will be set by the total stage times that they will have been imposed to all the crews. First will be classified the team or the vehicle with the less time, second the team or the vehicle with the immediate longer etc. The classification will be different for the teams and the independent vehicles.

21.2 The announcement of the final results will take place when the time to submit objections expires.

21.3 To the first three teams Cups will be awarded for the drivers and the co-drivers, provided that at least 8 teams will have depart. If 7 teams depart Cups are awarded to the first two teams and if only 6 teams depart Cups are awarded only to the first team.

21.4 To the first three independent vehicles Cups will be awarded for the drivers and the co-drivers provided that at least 8 vehicles will have departed. If 7 vehicles depart Cups are awarded to the first 2 and if only 6 vehicles depart, Cups are awarded only to the first.

ARTICLE 22 AWARDS
22.1 The award of the prizes will take place in an area and time that will be recorded in the Records of the Race.

22.2 If the winners of the various awards do not come during the ceremony, they lose their right to receive any prize (Cup or money).
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
